7.  Urban Water Management Plan:  The CAC reviewed the two most recent drafts of the UWMP in detail, and made suggested changes for the consultant, Kennedy/Jenks to address.  Motion by Steven Whitman, Seconded by Barbara Delph, Carried 5/1 (Marquez opposed) to refer the most recent draft of the Urban Water Management Plan, with suggested changes, to the Board.
8.  Cascade Solar Water Supply Assessment:  The CAC reviewed the Water Supply Assessment (WSA) for the Cascade Solar project and made suggested changes.  Motion by Steven Whitman, Seconded by Barbara Delph, Carried Unanimously to approve the WSA with recommended changes and refer to the Board.

9  General Manager Report:  The general manager and assistant general manager reported that the toilet exchange program, with funding by Mojave Water Agency, was a successful program, exchanging 272 high water usage toilets for low flow toilets.
10.  Committee Comments:  The CAC discuss whether or not the Committee should spend time correcting grammar and punctuation in reports such as the Urban Water Management Plan.  It was the Consensus that CAC members who identify a large number of grammatical and punctuation errors will meet with staff aside from the CAC meetings.

Karen Tracy announced (Susan Greer wrote down specifics of the event that will be used to give out low flow shower heads etc from JBWD.).
Al Marquez announced his resignation from the CAC.
